Suspension of Play

In the interest of player safety, the following guidelines have been set for Suspension of Play applicable to Bankstown Golf Club:

Attention is called to Rules 6-8b and 33-2d and Appendix1 Part C-5 (page 144, Note to 6-8b)
· One prolonged siren means dangerous conditions– discontinue play immediately.
Players are to mark their ball and find cover.
If a player fails to discontinue play immediately, he/she is disqualified, unless circumstances warrant waiving the penalty as provided in Rule 33-7.
· Three consecutive blasts - pause - another three consecutive blasts - means play is suspended.

Players may:

· mark their ball and wait for play to be resumed

· finish the hole they have started playing and then wait for play to be resumed

· not start a hole after the siren has sounded

If a player fails to comply with the above guideline, he/she is disqualified, unless circumstances warrant waiving the penalty as provided in Rule 33-7.
· Two short blasts – pause – two short blasts – means play is to be resumed.

Note: A member of the Match and Play Committee or representative will advise members of the time for resumption of play or abandonment when it becomes clear.  
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
