CANCELLING OF GOLF CARTS POLICY UNDERTAKEN BY THE GREEN STAFF DUE TO WET WEATHER
PROCEDURES
1.  The rain gauge is checked to view the amount of rainfall
2. The weather forecast is looked at to see if more rain is predicted and how much.
3. The staff complete a Golf course inspection to see how much surface water is lying throughout the course.
4. In the case of certain areas being effected  more than others due to wet weather , the staff need to ensure that suitable alternative routes are available for the golf carts to be directed 
5. Consider the potential damage the golf carts may cause to the course.
6. A final decision is then made on the outcomes of the above circumstances
 Ropes & signs that will help to minimize any cart damage on the golf course are then put into place.
It must be noted: If the final decision made is not to allow golf carts onto the golf course, it could be simply due to the fact that 1 or 2 areas on the course are extremely wet, even though the rest of the golf course is perceived to be suitable for golf carts.
